We recognise that the demands of the parish are substantial, physically, emotionally 

and spiritually, but do not expect our Rector to be all things to all men, rather to work 

with the Parochial Church Council and to encourage all the members of the 

congregations to use and grow their gifts to Godôs Glory in the Parish of South 

Shoebury.

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The Parish & the Churches 

South Shoebury has two Anglican churches dedicated to St. Andrew the Apostle and to 
St. Peter. 

Churchmanship 

The Anglican Churches of South Shoebury are essentially 
evangelical with the services at St. Andrew's being generally 
more traditional than at St. Peter's. Church of England 
Common Worship is the main service style with the 1662 
Book of Common Prayer used in some services. Some 
members of the congregation have specifically moved their 

worship to South Shoebury because of their preference for the BCP. Less formalised 
forms of worship are used at some 'special' services. 

The P.C.C. expects families seeking baptism to attend church services and to be part of 
the church community. St. Peter's all age service was begun specifically to encourage 
those without solid church traditions to learn the basics of our faith and to appreciate the 
seriousness of baptismal vows. 

St. Andrew's

The Parish Church of St. Andrew's was founded 
between 1100 and 1140 as an outreach of the Priory at 
Prittlewell, itself an outreach of the Priory of Cluny in 
France. It is one of the most interesting and complete 
specimens of Norman architecture in the 
neighbourhood. 

Fairly small (100 - 130 people at maximum) it consists 
of a flint rubble tower with nave and chancel of ragstone rubble with Caen stone quoins. 
There are excellent stained glass windows which together with the interior have been 
considerably renovated over recent years. 

It has a separate church hall which was built in the 1930s on land beside the 
churchyard.  
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Congregation 

St. Andrewôs congregation is one of mixed ages 
across the various services with a number of older 
Christians together with the younger families. 
Some value a solid Church of England tradition 
whilst others are less formal.  

This church is surrounded by the parish 
churchyard which is still open and well maintained  
and in which we are currently reusing plots. A 
Garden of Remembrance for the burial of 
cremated remains was created as a Millennium 
Project and is a well loved and popular quiet area. 

St. Peter's

The first St. Peter's church building was "a temporary iron church" erected in 1899 to 
serve local brickworkers and their families in Shoebury Village. The present St. Peter's, 
built in 1862, was originally the Church School and Chapel of Ease, with typical 
Victorian architecture. 

When the new school (now Hinguar County Primary School) opened in 1886 the old 
school became an annex, was then used as church hall from 1911 and in 1920 given to 
the Parish and dedicated as the "new" St. Peter's. The building is in good repair with 
excellent heating and lighting with an integral church 
hall built in 1988. 

It has moveable seating and can take 150 people 
comfortably. 

Congregation 

St. Peterôs congregation is also of mixed ages, mixed 
tradition and ranges from new to mature Christians.

Area Demography 

Population (Approximate) 

Total population of Shoeburyness 32,000 (18,293 at 1991 census) 

Shoeburyness is split into three Council Wards, two in the Parish of South Shoebury 
and one in the Parish of North Shoebury. It has a very mixed demography varying from 
high unemployment and low incomes to highly professional with high incomes. The 
majority are in the middle ranges for the South East of England. 

Housing, private and council, is divided into several different 'estates' which have 
distinctive characteristics and some of which cross the North/South parish boundaries. 

Centres of local government, social services and charitable organisations are limited 
due centralisation in the Unitary Authority of Southend-on-Sea. 

School intakes are average for the UK. Key stage and GCSE results are average for the 
UK.

South Shoebury, has a total population of 16,000. This population is very mixed, in both 
social classification and age - as might be expected from a long established area of 
habitation. It generally retains much of its original 'flavour'. Housing is divided into three 
main sections - The Village, Cambridge Town and The Garrison. With the development 
of the Garrison land into a new discrete area there are many new families moving in 

presenting new challenges and 
opportunities.  

There are two beaches, both having 
large parking areas and space for 
picnics and recreational activities. 
There are very good views across the 
Thames Estuary towards Kent and 

towards the North Sea. South Shoebury is close to farmland in the north with excellent 
nature walks in the surrounding parishes. There are parks and common land as well as 
a railway terminus, shopping centres and a number of schools.  
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Adjoining Areas 

North Shoebury 

Similar area to South Shoebury bordered by farmland rather than by the North Sea. 

Originally a rural agricultural centre of a few houses, an excise house and a church. 

Demography, housing schooling, etc. except for the area of Bishopsteignton which is a 
somewhat higher income and expectation area.

Thorpe Bay 

An area created between the wars on agricultural land between Southchurch and 
Shoebury. 

Higher income area with generally more select housing.

Shoeburyness station, in South Shoebury High Street, is the Eastern terminus of the 
London, Tilbury and Southend Line (C2C) which runs between Shoeburyness and 
Fenchurch Street. 
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The journey time to London is approximately one hour with regular services throughout 
the day. 

Buses 

There are many bus services running across Shoeburyness and Thorpe Bay servicing 
all of the surrounding districts. 

The services are particularly geared to the 8.00 a.m. to 8.00 p.m. cycle. 

Roads 

Two main routes serve Shoeburyness, the A13 and the B1016. Both are connected to 
the A13 and the A127. 

The A13 and the A127 both have direct junctions onto the M25 and to the A130 leading 
to Chelmsford and the A12 to Colchester for North Essex, Suffolk and East Anglia. 

Trade and Industry 

Shoebury has three 'business areas' and one factory area. There is also an HM 
Revenue & Customs secure computer unit and an ex-MOD QinetiQ facility operated by 
civilian contractors. 

In these and across the whole of Shoeburyness there are 108 businesses registered 
with or recognised by the Southend Chamber of Commerce. 

Industry is mostly light manufacturing, retail based or warehousing. 

There is a "Seedbed" Centre which functions to assist small businesses in setting up. 

The largest employer based in the parish is the QinetiQ and the largest employers 
outside the parish are HM Revenue & Customs, RBS (Leigh-on-Sea) and Keymed 
(Prittlewell).  

Railtrack (London), Tilbury and Southend Railway (C2C), and Royal Mail are the other 
large 'local' full time employers.  

EGL has local warehousing and manufacturing plants. ASDA employs many local 
people on a part time basis. 

There are one or two other employers based in the parish with a labour force of greater 
than 25 people. The majority of residents commute to London, Basildon, Chelmsford 
and farther afield to employment.  
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Medical 

There are numerous doctorôs surgeries NHS dentists and complementary health 

facilities in and close to the parish. 

In the parish there is also a Health Centre and an Ambulance Station. Plans are being 

debated for a Primary Care Trust in the parish. 

There are several senior and care homes.
